as an uncovering of facts; as a communicati-

on with a public; as risk taking for the resear-

cher. What are these various processes? How 

can critique be inserted in the ethnography, 

and how critical can it be for the ethnogra-

pher? These  questions will be discussed in light 

of ethnographies conducted with the police 

and within a prison in France as well as on the 

study of cases drawn from the anthropologi-

cal literature.
